Charging

« The “Data Sync” button may appear when using a power source other than the USB power
adapter, such as a computer, which will be only used to update the firmware and courses
via the GB Manager. Ignore this button when charging. Pressing the button may result in a
slower charge or stopping the charge completely.
Sweat or liquid on the charging terminals, may cause corrosion. Clean the terminals before
charging the battery.

If the battery is completely depleted, the WTX will not turn on immediately when the
charging cradle is connected. Allow a depleted battery to charge for a few minutes before
turning the WTX on.
When the battery is charged in a high temperature environment such as inside a car during
the summer, the WTX may overheat and can cause serious damages to the battery.
