pan and then lower the meat onto the hot pan.
4. Tum the steak only once during cooking. The exact cooking time will depend

on the thickness of the steak and how cooked you want it. Times may vary
from about 2-8 minutes per side.

5. Leave the steak to rest on a warm plate for a few minutes to allow it to relax
and become tender before serving.

5. Stlr-fry the vegetables. When they are hol but still crisp, tum the cooking zone

to a lower setting, return the meat to the pan and add your sauce.
6. Stir the ingredlents gently to make sure they are heated through.
7. Serve immediately.
